A review of last year’s contributions to local charities or needy groups 
indicated no contributions at all from KYC, and while we didn’t mark it 
as a budget item for 2009, this non-budgeted event may prove a way to 
get us started in remembering those each year that need some help in 
this community, even if it is in a small way.   
  
For those of you who may not be able to attend due to location, timing 
or other reasons, anyone that wants to may send along a check made 
out to KYC (PO Box 6694, Ketchikan,99901) with a note that it is for 
the KCCC donation, and can participate in that way.  Of course anyone 
is welcome to send their donation directly to that group.  KCCC is a all 
volunteer group that has made its focus assisting those with cancer 
here in the immediate Ketchikan area, providing assistance for 
housing, treatment, and travel as necessary.   
  
Let’s get together and make this an annual event, from our pockets to 
those needing help with this group of diseases.  Thank you for helping 
if you can. 
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This March marks several interesting things: 1) a return to Alaska Daylight Time March 8th  2) St. 
Patty’s Day March 17th   3) First day of Spring March 21st and 4) Easter the last Sunday of March, 
the 28th.  Finally, this month marks the startup of the racing season, with meetings and planning 
starting for this summer’s activities. 
 
For KYC, March marks the third of the five months before the summer season starts (June), and the 
middle of spring project season.  June, July and August are of course the most active around the club 
house, with visitors arriving and departing daily, weekly BBQs, and the members themselves 
spending time on the water.  This month, we are going to replace the locks and keys to the club 
house, as well as try to complete (probably into April) the move of the hot water tank and electrical 
upgrade.  April and May will see some painting of the gate, the front door, the back of the 
clubhouse, as well as a good scrubbing of all the exterior windows (which seem to get their share of 
salt crud on them) and the galley area.  Work parties will be announced via e-mail, stay tuned. 
 
Last month I mentioned the little projects that can be started on board, the maintenance items that 
need to be done as we head into spring.  Winter weather is hard on boats, and one thing that seems to 
appear is mold in those spaces that don’t get enough exposure to moving air, or are next to cold 
surfaces such as the outside of the boat.  In inspecting the boat the other day, I noticed little areas of 
mold starting to appear on the headliner, up in the bow, areas of the head, and around the 
refrigerator.  I have run a small heater in the boat all winter, and tried to leave as much area open to 
air flow as possible, but it always seems that come spring, there is a little mold to clean up.  I try to 
use a spray of vinegar and water, or if necessary a little harsher cleaner, like Clorox Cleanup or 
SoftScrub, which also seems to help with stain removal. Perhaps one of our members has 
suggestions as to what works best in keeping various areas of the vessel clean? 
 
The last thing I want to mention is to again re-iterate that our goal this year is to promote club and 
membership communication, and to all work together as a club to enjoy each other, our experiences, 
and share what makes living in SE Alaska fun and worthwhile.  I want to see all of us spend some 
time at the clubhouse, getting to know each other (particularly some of the long time members that 
haven’t met the recently joined members), and sharing our knowledge of the area and skills we may 
have learned and could share with others.  Steak nights, special events, and the BBQ nights all 
summer long are a good time to work on these goals, as well as have fun.  Let’s do it!
